Watco Concroff leaves a clean, new-looking floor wherever
it is used whether on old built-up deposits, new spillage or
drip areas.

Degreases and cleans machinery
Dirty and oily machinery looks like new after being
degreased with Watco Concroff. Experience has shown that
the longest trouble-free life is obtained from machines that
have been kept clean. 

Availability
Watco Concroff is supplied in 5 and 25 litre containers.

Application

Floors
The floor must be dry before application. Brush in undiluted
Watco Concroff with a stiff broom, allowing at least 
15 minutes for penetration, then loosen deposits with a stiff
broom or mechanical scrubber.
Rinse with clean cold water to float away oil and grease. 
If a second application is required, the floor must again be
dry before application.

Machinery, vehicle engines and chassis
Liberally coat oily and greasy parts using a soft brush or
spray. Leave for 5 -15 minutes according to hardness of oil
or grease. Rinse well with clean cold water.
Protect plastic/rubber and other material that might be
attacked or must not become wet.

Coverage
Varies widely according to conditions but 9m2 per 5 litres
may be used as a guide.

Safety
All product labels provide general safety information.
Material Safety Data Sheets are available on request. 
Food products must be removed from the area during use.
Protective clothing should be worn and all sources of 
ignition must be avoided.

Where the use of a solvent based product such as Watco
Concroff may be a problem, we recommend Watco Bio-D, a
solvent free, virtually odourless degreasing agent (see
over).

Warning
Watco Concroff must not be allowed to enter sewers and
should never be allowed to enter rainwater drains or open
water courses. The mixed water/Concroff/oil/grease 
contamination can be removed from the floor by the use of
a squeegee in conjunction with absorbent material (sawdust
or sand) and disposed of as chemical waste.

Watco Bio-D is supplied in 5 and 25 litre containers.

Application

Floors
Brush in undiluted Watco Bio-D with a stiff broom. Leave for
5-10 minutes for penetration, then scrub with a stiff broom or
mechanical scrubber. Rinsing with clean cold water will float
away oil and grease.

Machinery
Liberally coat oily and greasy parts using a soft brush. Leave
for 5 -15 minutes according to hardness of oil or grease, then
rinse well with water.
Protect materials that might be attacked or must not become
wet.

Warning
Watco Bio-D is biodegradable, but a mixture of Bio-D, oil and
grease should not be allowed to enter rainwater drains or
open water courses. The mixture can be removed from the
floor using a wet vacuum and disposed of as chemical
waste.

Coverage
Varies widely according to conditions but 20m2 per 5 litres
may be used as a guide.
